BUILDING A POSITIVE READING EXPERIENCE

Use the book’s pictures and illustrations! This is not cheating to look
at the pictures first and talk about what you see before reading. The
pictures support the problem solving of reading!

Read to your child often and as many times as they are interested!
Get comfy, make snacks! Make this a special time for you.

. “Warm up” with the book! Read the title, discuss the topic, make
predictions, create excitement!

. Itisimportant that children have the opportunity to read some
books that they find “just right”. That means they know 95% of the
words.

Handle reading mistakes in a positive way. Not every mistake needs
to be corrected. Give them time. Praise their efforts!

. Take turns reading. This keeps the story moving and they learn many
things from listening to a skilled reader.
