WHAT TO DO IF YOU ARE SICK AND/OR HAVE TESTED POSITIVE FOR COVID 

Isolation is recommended when you test positive on a laboratory based (e.g. PCR) 
test, on a rapid antigen test, or if you have symptoms without testing: 

 You should isolate for 5 days after your symptoms started and until you have no 

fever and your other symptoms have improved over the past 24 hours. 

 If you don't have symptoms and test positive, you should isolate for 5 days after 

your test date. 

 You should wear a well-made, well-fitted mask during this 10 day period if/when 

you have contact with other people.
